Privacy Policy

This Privacy Policy describes Our policies and procedures on the collection,
use and disclosure of Your information when You use the Service and tells
You about Your privacy rights and how the law protects You.

We use Your Personal data to provide and improve the Service. By using the
Service, You agree to the collection and use of information in accordance with
this Privacy Policy.

Interpretation and Definitions

Interpretation

The words of which the initial letter is capitalized have meanings defined
under the following conditions.

The following definitions shall have the same meaning regardless of whether
they appear in singular or in plural.

Definitions
For the purposes of this Privacy Policy:

« You means the individual accessing or using the Service, or the
company, or other legal entity on behalf of which such individual is
accessing or using the Service, as applicable.

Under GDPR (General Data Protection Regulation), You can be
referred to as the Data Subject or as the User as you are the individual
using the Service.

« Company (referred to as either "the Company", "We", "Us" or "Our" in
this Agreement) refers to College of Biblical Studies, 7000 Regency
Square Blvd., Houston, Texas 77036.

For the purpose of the GDPR, the Company is the Data Controller.

« Affiliate means an entity that controls, is controlled by or is under
common control with a party, where "control" means ownership of 50%
or more of the shares, equity interest or other securities entitled to vote
for election of directors or other managing authority.

« Account means a unique account created for You to access our
Service or parts of our Service.

« Website refers to College of Biblical Studies, accessible

« Service refers to the Website.

« Country refers to: Texas, United States

« Service Provider means any natural or legal person who processes the
data on behalf of the Company. It refers to third-party companies or

individuals employed by the Company to facilitate the Service, to
provide the Service on behalf of the Company, to perform services
related to the Service or to assist the Company in analyzing how the
Service is used.

For the purpose of the GDPR, Service Providers are considered Data
Processors.

Third-party Social Media Service refers to any website or any social
network website through which a User can log in or create an account to
use the Service.

Personal Data is any information that relates to an identified or
identifiable individual.

Usage Data refers to data collected automatically, either generated by
the use of the Service or from the Service infrastructure itself (for
example, the duration of a page visit).

Data Controller, for the purposes of the GDPR (General Data
Protection Regulation), refers to the Company as the legal person which
alone or jointly with others determines the purposes and means of the
processing of Personal Data.

Sale, for the purpose of the CCPA (California Consumer Privacy Act),
means selling, renting, releasing, disclosing, disseminating, making
available, transferring, or otherwise communicating orally, in writing, or
by electronic or other means, a Consumer’s Personal information to
another business or a third party for monetary or other valuable
consideration.

Collecting and Using Your Personal Data

Types of Data Collected

Personal Data

While using Our Service, We may ask You to provide Us with certain
personally identifiable information that can be used to contact or identify You.

Legal Basis for Processing Personal Data under GDPR

We may process Personal Data under the following conditions:

« Consent: You have given Your consent for processing Personal Data
for one or more specific purposes.

« Performance of a contract: Provision of Personal Data is necessary
for the performance of an agreement with You and/or for any pre-
contractual obligations thereof.

« Legal obligations: Processing Personal Data is necessary for
compliance with a legal obligation to which the Company is subject.

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CCPA Privacy

Your Rights under the CCPA

Under this Privacy Policy, and by law if You are a resident of California, You
have the following rights:
